We have also just had an incident where one of
our motors was run without any oil in the fuel, for those of you who are unaware,
these motors are two stroke and require the fuel to be pre-mixed with oil. We are
unsure of how this happened, but believe that someone may have thought they
were helping out by purchasing some fuel and forgetting to add the oil or simply
filled up using the Rhino fuel. Everyone who is involved in the refuelling of any of
the equipment should be vigilant and remember that Red containers are for the
IRB (pre-mixed), Green is for the Rhino (not Mixed) and Black is for the Tractor
(Diesel) - This is summarised on the inside of the fuel cabinet.

On a more positive note | have heard that some members wish to obtain their
crewman’s and their drivers certificates. | will be running a crewman’s (4 weeks)
and then a drivers (4 weeks) early in the new year for those that are interested.
These may be run consecutively depending on numbers and gear available.
